Two themes run through and inform this project:

· The need for us all to make lifestyle changes if we are to create a sustainable world (Sustainability is here defined as “the need to ensure a better quality of life for all, now, and into the future, in a just and equitable manner, while living within the limits of supporting ecosystems”). 
· The importance of strengthening local links so that issues of sustainability can be tackled from a local perspective.
